1. Introduction:

By systematically reducing risk factors, ergonomics aims to prevent high costs of musculoskeletal disorders, increase work efficiency and productivity, enhance safety and satisfaction in the workplace, reduce physical and mental workloads, improve quality, employee engagement and create a better safety culture by making it as a top priority that needs the contribution and cooperation of everyone.
Perhaps the developing countries are in need to work on benefiting from the principles of ergonomics and the consolidation of a culture of safety more than the developed countries in the light of the rapid developments and changes they are going through at the economic and technological level. This is especially in facing their cultures, traditions and social behaviours that may not keep pace with the requirements of development that it seeks to be achieved. Many studies on worker productivity and occupational safety and health issues in developing countries have confirmed that ergonomics has little or no application. In addition, the workers did not receive any training in ergonomics, and that the occupational hazards and health problems of the workers indicate a deficiency in the application of ergonomics. So, working conditions in developing countries are in urgent need of the application of ergonomics. That is why this conference came to contribute to raising awareness of ergonomics, and encourage its application in developing countries to seek the benefit from the principles and applications of ergonomics in order to achieve a culture of prevention and development to ensure a better future.
3. Objectives of the Conference:
